Secret Buddy/Teacher Encouragement: Each teacher and staff member is assigned to a “Secret Buddy”
who gives special treats/gifts throughout the school year to make them feel very appreciated.

Teachers’ Lounge Stocker/Teacher Encouragement: Volunteers stock the teachers’ lounge with snacks,
treats, etc. to provide something yummy to our teachers to keep them going strong during the school days.
